While he was still teaching and after retirement, he owned and
operated his own woodworking shop in Sherman, lllinois and was a member
of the lllinois Artisan Association. A lifelong enthusiast of show horses, he
shared his passion for the American Saddlebred and Morgan breeds with his



daughters; first owning and operating KaDee Stables in Sherman, Il and later
providing tremendous support to Diane Conrady Stables, now of Springfield,
IL.

It was Charles’s wish to be cremated. A Celebration of Life will be held later in
2020 so that his many friends and family in the horse show world may be able
to celebrate with the family.
