 He was an avid sports fan-Chicago Bears, Bulls, and Cubs fan. He liked
playing horseshoes, cards, and being at his dirt bike track, also going to all his
grandkids sporting events. He loved his family and his family loved him with all
their heart. He is going to be sadly missed.
